This competition is open to all degree and certificate granting schools located in Alabama, Georgia, North Carolina, South Carolina, Tennessee, Texas and Virginia (IDSA southern district). Work from both undergraduate and graduate students will be accepted.  All submissions must be full scale functional objects fabricated by the student designer and capable of being sat on. Accepted works will have been completed between January 2011 and April 2012.  Past entries are not eligible. The designer must present their entry at the Turchin Center on May 5th in order to win.

Why
In cooperation with the furniture industry and for the purpose of promoting furniture design as an educational pursuit and career choice, Appalachian State University continues to organize and promote this chair competition.

1. April 5, Images due, Finalist Judging (15 to 20 selected as finalists).
